We all agree that someone should tell lost people about Jesus.  Many Christians even think that they should tell lost 
people about Jesus.    Yet many do not. Why?

I   Obstacles to being a witness
• Fear of rejection   Matthew 10:32-33 (NKJV)   "Therefore whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also 

confess before My Father who is in heaven. {33} "But whoever denies Me before men, him I will also deny before 
My Father who is in heaven. 

• Bad Testimony   1 Peter 3:15  (NKJV)   But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts, and always be ready to give a 
defense to everyone who asks you a reason for the hope that is in you, with meekness and fear; 
Matthew 5:16 (NKJV)   "Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your 
Father in heaven. 

• Knowing The Word of God but not practicing it   Matthew 23:1-4 (NKJV)   Then Jesus spoke to the 
multitudes and to His disciples, {2} saying: "The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat. {3} "Therefore 
whatever they tell you to observe, that observe and do, but do not do according to their works; for they say, and 
do not do. {4} "For they bind heavy burdens, hard to bear, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves 
will not move them with one of their fingers. 

• Being offensive   Titus 2:2-10  (NKJV)  that the older men be sober, reverent, temperate, sound in faith, in 
love, in patience; {3} the older women likewise, that they be reverent in behavior, not slanderers, not given to 
much wine, teachers of good things; {4} that they admonish the young women to love their husbands, to love their
children, {5} to be discreet, chaste, homemakers, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God 
may not be blasphemed. {6} Likewise exhort the young men to be sober-minded, {7} in all things showing yourself 
to be a pattern of good works; in doctrine showing integrity, reverence, incorruptibility, {8} sound speech that 
cannot be condemned, that one who is an opponent may be ashamed, having nothing evil to say of you. {9} Exhort 
servants to be obedient to their own masters, to be well pleasing in all things, not answering back, {10} not 
pilfering, but showing all good fidelity, that they may adorn the doctrine of God our Savior in all things.

have not love, it profits me nothing.
